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Work is beginning on the inftastructure that
will lead to the largest environmental dredging
project ever undertaken in the United State.

The project will center on a 13.3-mile stretch
of the Fox River beginning in the area ofthe Little
Rapids dam north to the mouth of the river at
Green Bay.

Serving as the consulting engineers for the
project is Tetra Tech EC Inc., one of the operating
units for the parent company of Tetra Tech
Inc. based in Pasadena, Calif. The publicly-held
company has reported annual revenues of $1.4
billion with 9,000 employees located throughout
the world. Outside of the United States, its

principal operations are in the Middle East and
Europe.

Tetra Tech was awarded the engineering!
construction contract in March. Construction on

the 242,000 square foot processing plant began
last May.

The project is expected to cost in the area of
$600 million and would be financedby three paper
mills along the Fox River. Appleton paper, NCR
and Georgia-Pacific and insurance companies.
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
